Course Title:   
Special Education Guidance Class

I.  Course Description:  
This course provides assistance to students in general and special education classes.  
II.  Prerequisites:   

1. IEP Placement, and have at least 2 mainstreamed classes.
III.  Course Expectations:
1.  Students will complete a daily proficiency problem to help study for the NSPE.

2.  Students will work on homework, missing assignments, retake tests, and study for their classes.

3.  Students will record daily what they worked on in class in their learning log.

4.  Students will need a Parentlink account, and will be required to utilize throughout the class.  Students will be required to print a current Parentlink report, have their parent/guardian sign, and return at the end of the week for a grade.  They will need a parent/guardian signature.  Students may print the report from teacher’s classroom, and return to teacher with parent/guardian signature.

5.   Students will take an active part in their education, and be responsible for their work and homework for their other classes.
IV.  Materials:
1) The students will be required to have 1 single subject wire notebook.  This will be used for their learning log, and their proficiency problems.  This notebook will document their daily participation, and record what homework they worked on during class time.
2) The students will be required to bring materials (magazine, book, puzzles, etc) to class to work on when they do not have homework.  Guidance is not free-time. Students need to be working at all times.  If the student does not bring other materials, the teacher will provide an activity for the student to work on.
V.  Across the curriculum activities:  
Student Handbook - Each student will bring their handbook to all of their classes everyday.  They will be expected to write down the homework assignments for that day. 
VI.  Evaluation: 

A.  Criteria for student grades:
1.  Use of Student Handbook as a planner for class assignments and homework.  
2.  Participation in class directions and activities. 
3.  Daily proficiency lesson.
4.  Work completion for classes. 
5.  Classroom behavior. 
6.  Daily writings in a learning log.
7.  Returned Parent Link printouts.
8.  Quarter Grades:  Quarter grades will be based on the amount of points received by the student on all daily assignments out of the total possible points for the quarter.  

9.  Semester Exams:  The semester exam will constitute 10% of the student’s grade.  

10.  Semester Grades:

Quarter 2:  45%           Semester Exam: 10%

11.  Make up work:  Make-up assignments and other educational tasks will be given full credit if made up within the three (3) day time period.
