PUBLICATION & PERFORMANCE COMPOSITION – 4270

Course Scope:

This one-year course provides students the opportunity to create original works for publication and/or performance.  These projects will incorporate critical reading and writing skills.  Students in this class may be responsible for publishing the school's literary magazine.  Instructional practices will incorporate integration of diversity awareness including appreciation of all cultures and their important contributions to society.  The appropriate use of technology is an integral part of this course.  This course fulfills one elective credit required for high school graduation.

3. To read a variety of literary, dramatic, and expository texts for specific purposes.                 [NS:  3.0, 4.0]

5. To write a variety of original works that are appropriate to audience and purpose.  [NS:  6.0]
6. To develop integrity and honesty regarding plagiarism.  [NS:  6.12.9]
7. To develop effective listening and speaking skills.  [NS:  7.0, 8.0]
8. To develop creative thinking and originality in composition.
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
