MYTHOLOGY AND FOLKLORE – 4490

Course Scope:

This one-year course is an introduction to mythology and folklore emphasizing its influence in literature.  This course will emphasize the relationships among culture, philosophy, psychology, and literature.  Literature, composition, discussion, and critical-thinking skills will be taught concurrently.  Instructional practices will incorporate integration of diversity awareness including appreciation of all cultures and their important contributions to society.  The appropriate use of technology is an integral part of this course.  This course will fulfill one elective credit required for high school graduation.

Course Goals:

1. To apply word analysis skills and strategies to build comprehension.  [NS:  1.0]
2. To use reading process skills and strategies to build comprehension.  [NS:  2.0]
3. To develop a knowledge of mythology that will increase the understanding the appreciation of allusion in literature.  [NS:  3.12.5]
4. To develop a knowledge of literary terms relating to mythology and folklore.  [NS:  3.0]
5. To identify a variety of universal themes in mythology and folklore.  [NS:  3.12.3]
6. To recognize myths and folktales developed within various cultures.  [NS:  3.12.7] 
7. To expand both expository and creative writing skills through research and analysis of myths and folktales.  [NS:  3.0, 4.0, 5.12.4, 5.12.6, 6.12.9]
8. To recognize the importance of mythology and folklore as the link between the oral tradition and the development of written literature.  [NS:  3.0, 4.0, 7.0]
9. To apply the five stages of the writing process:  prewriting, drafting revising, editing, and publishing.  [NS:  5.0]
10. To develop listening and speaking skills.  [NS:  7.0, 8.0]
11. To recognize the characteristics of myths and folktales.
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
