AP English LITERATURE AND COMPOSITION – 4680

Course Scope:

This one-year course emphasizes the application of critical reading and writing skills.  This college level course will include reading literature from both British and American writers as well as works written from the sixteenth century to contemporary times.  Instructors should refer to the current Advanced Placement course description for examination specifications.  Instructional practices will incorporate integration of diversity awareness including appreciation of all cultures and their important contributions to society.  The appropriate use of technology is an integral part of this course.  This course fulfills one of the English credits required for high school graduation.
